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UNDERSTANDING THE REPORT 
The Architecture Status Report can be downloaded from the “Forms” section of the “Forms & 
Standards” PDC webpage: https://facilities.ufl.edu/projects/forms-standards/ 
 
The Architecture Status Report is intended as a concise summary of the project at checkpoints 
throughout the project schedule and should be filled out and submitted with each invoice. This 
report will be periodically shared with upper leadership at the university. Therefore, special 
care should be taken to ensure all information presented in this report is clear and accurate.  
 
There are two Architecture Status Report forms: one for the design phase of the project, and 
one for the construction phase. The reports are set up to transition from the design version to 
the construction version during the bidding phase. We understand that depending on the 
project delivery method, the bidding phase may occur during design. Therefore, please select 
the form most applicable to the current status of your project. 
 
COMPLETING THE REPORT 
The following is a guide to what should be included in each form field, beginning on the far left-
hand side of the report. As a note, the form is set up so that project information on the far left-
hand side will likely not need updating between each report submission. Please keep your 
answers concise. This form will be printed periodically; text must be legible and must not 
exceed the form field (no scrolling text).

ISSUES, RISKS & DEFICIENCIES: Identify any problems in the project that need attention. 
UPCOMING DECISIONS & UF RESPONSIBILITIES: Note the party responsible for each upcoming 
decision, clearly indicating University of Florida responsibilities. 
SUSTAINABILITY UPDATE: Describe how you are working towards sustainability in this phase of the 
project (ex: energy model status, materials selections, waste diversion, etc.) 
SUMMARY & ADDITIONAL COMMENTS: Provide a “birds-eye-view” summary of the project, and any 
additional comments outside of the above prompts.  
 
IMAGES 
Click in each box to upload an image supporting your narrative on the left-hand side of the 
report. The image boxes are pre-numbered and may be referenced in your text to facilitate 
your answers.  
 
NAMING & UPLOADING 
Once you have finished filling out the appropriate version, please save your file using the 
following file naming convention:

Ex: 2024-09_UF-689_ASR 
 

The report should then be uploaded to BIM360 or ACC.  
If your project is set up in the BIM360 platform, upload under “GeneralSurveys-Tests-

If your project is set up in the ACC platform, navigate first to the “Files” tab, then
